Strong dark colour. Aromas of blackberry and blackcurrant pastille, aniseed, earth, bay leaf, spice and cedar oak. A very rich smelling wine. On the palate it is full bodied and flooded with blackcurrant, blackberry pastille, earth and chocolate flavours. Round and supple with creamy ripe tannins and a long dry blackcurrant and cedar finish. It seems to have hardly moved since I last tasted it a couple of years ago.
