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Ian Bell has worked for iconic Margaret River winery Moss Wood for over seventeen years, the last six as senior winemaker. While working at Moss Wood he also planted and established his own Glenmore vineyard in the Willyabrup area, and since 1977 has supplied Moss Wood with grapes from this vineyard. Originally the fruit went into the Moss Wood 'Glenmore Vineyard' label, which was later renamed the Moss Wood 'Amy's'  label. The reason for the label change was that Ian Bell started producing his own 'Glenmore' Cabernet Sauvignon and Clare and Keith Mugford did not want any confusion between his and their Moss Wood wines. 

Ian has since left Moss Wood to devote the major part of his time to developing his own label – he also does contract winemaking for a number of other Margaret River wineries. Ian keeps a small parcel of the best wine from his Glenmore vineyard for bottling under his own label and sells the remainder to Moss Wood. His current release is the 2001 Glenmore Cabernet and is everything you would expect from a great vineyard in a great vintage. Gorgeous, classic cabernet nose full of cassis and blackcurrant fruit; the palate is long and silky with a web of fine tannins and that dusty quality that Ian feels has become the trademark Willyabrup character.
The wine is made in open fermentors, hand plunged and basket pressed. It is then matured in French oak for two years, then bottled and laid down for another 12 months before release. Ian's meticulous attention to detail in the vineyard borders on the fanatical - a team of people work for four months during the growth season to ensure the best possible result through foliage positioning, shoot thinning and increased exposure from leaf plucking in conjunction with fruit thinning. Few wine growers in the area go to these lengths.
