Make no mistake, Juniper Estate is a star in the making. Wine quality across the board is extremely high and sensible pricing (at least for now) make it arguably the best value-for-money estate in the Margaret River. And the critics have also sat up and taken note, with James Halliday leading the way and awarding the winery the coveted 5 stars in his 2005 Wine Companion – denoting an outstanding winery regularly producing exemplary wines.

Juniper Estate is one of the oldest vineyards in the Margaret River, having been established in 1973. It was formally known as Wrights and changed names when it was sold to the present owners in 1998. The 10 hectare vineyard has since been retrellised and a 250 tonne capacity winery built. Two ranges of wine are released; the Juniper Crossing wines which use a mix of estate-grown and contract-purchased grapes from other Margaret River vineyards, and the Juniper Estate wines which are made only from the 28-year-old estate plantings.
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The 2001 Cabernet Sauvignon, from a stellar vintage in Margaret River, is a superb wine. The colour is a deep, dense red while the nose has lovely cherry, red and blackcurrant fruit mingled with vanillin and cedary oak. The rich palate shows berry fruit, chocolate and savoury oak with firm fine tannin completing a beautifully structured wine that promises a long future.
