2002 PENFOLDS BIN 389 CABERNET SHIRAZ

The Bin 389, or poor man's Grange as it has been dubbed because components of the wine are matured in the same barrels that held the previous year's Grange, needs no introduction. The new 2002 release looks like it will take its place beside the last two great 389's; the '96 and '98. Like these two other vintages, a great cellaring prospect and a great investment. 

"Cabernet Sauvignon and Shiraz sourced from  McLaren Vale, Padthaway, Bordertown, Barossa Valley, Langhorne Creek and matured for twelve months in 22% new, one year old, and older American oak [image: image1.jpg]


hogsheads. Dense, deep red. Vibrant, lively aromas are immediately apparent without any need to swirl the glass. Aromas of mocha meshed with concentrated Satsuma plum, liquorice and cold meats. Subtle smoky oak and background florals complete the aromatic offering. Full flavoured and persistent across the palate and displaying great balance between fruit, oak, acid and tannin. Blackberry and blackcurrant fruit flavours, courted by mouth puckering cabernet tannins, effortlessly convey chocolatey, mocha flavours and cedary oak. A classic Bin 389, right up there with the best, with long term cellaring potential of over twelve years. Drink: Now – 2016."  Peter Gago, Winemaker
"Powerful but silky smooth; elegance and fruit freshness beyond the normal; black fruits running through the length of the palate; ripe tannins, restrained oak. Another testament to 2002. Drink Now-2022."  James Halliday - 94 points
"A stylish and relatively closed Bin 389 scented with dark plums and blackberries and dark chocolate-like aromas of sweet vanilla oak. Full to medium weight, it’s long and smooth, with a rather shy palate of densely packed, pristine and lightly minty blackberry, dark plum and blackcurrant-like fruit tightly integrated with powdery and fine-grained tannins and smooth, lightly smoky oak. An atypical Penfolds, holding its cards close to its chest, but likely to age well. Drink 2014-2022."  Jeremy Oliver - 93 points

"Fans of Penfolds Bin reds have been eagerly awaiting the 2002 vintage and they won't be disappointed. The '02 Bin 389 looks the best of this line for some years. It's dense with aromas of blackcurrant, plum, dark chocolate and smoky-sweet barrel ferment. The long velvety palate has lovely concentration and balanced ripe tannins. Ageing? Drink over 10 years." "Bin 389 is known as the Baby Grange; it's probably the pick of the three here for its complexity starting with a bouquet of spicy blackberry, ripe plums, a touch of mocha and charry oak. There are some lovely Aussie rainforest floor notes, plenty of acid and big tannins but the oak is quite restrained. A lively, juicy wine that needs a few years before it's really approachable but if you must drink it now, give it a generous amount of breathing space and serve it with rich meaty dishes." "Lashings of blackberries, plum fruitcake, raspberries and blackcurrants still off the aroma base - a truly fruit focussed and centred red wine. Liquorice, dark chocolate and a distinctive earthiness also ensue but the fruit characters are the ones showing off. This red is still quite young and fresh, albeit the fruit is starting to meld together and some hints of secondary character are emerging. Ripe tannins, lingering long with blueberry and blackberry flavours with hints of allspice dominating on the finish. Good spicy oak, well melded and a lovely well roundedness and drinkability, albeit with a touch of warmth on the finish. Developing well and with a very good future in it. An excellent traditional Aussie red blend that showcases very well how the two varietals weave together seamlessly. I had this with oven baked lamb shanks and it went superbly. Drink Now to 2017."
