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Mildara have produced a superb cabernet in 2003 and as an added bonus it has been bottled under screwcap - to guarantee long term maturation with minimal bottle variation. Fruit was sourced from two of the company's best vineyards in Coonawarra, namely Alexander's and O’Dea's. The nose is rich and juicy, fairly bursting with cassis/blackcurrant and other dark fruits, and with just a hint of mint for which the label is famous. The palate is equally as intense, with a wonderful array of mouth-filling black fruits and showing great structure, length, balance and finesse. Judicious use of high quality French oak adds hints of sweetness and smokiness to the complex palate which finishes with ultra fine tannins and mouth-watering acidity. Beautiful to drink now, but will be something special with medium-term cellaring.

"Just a little too leafy for a higher score, this is a typically fine and stylish Coonawarra cabernet whose pristine summer pudding-like expression of small berry flavours is neatly married with lightly smoky and sweet cedar/vanilla oak and framed by elegant, fine tannins. There’s a dusty note of dried herbs beneath its aromas of cassis, mulberries, dark plums and raspberries, while its palate is long and vibrant. Drink 2011-2015+."  Jeremy Oliver – 92 points
"A deep dark crimson purple. Loads of upfront classic Coonawarra features such as blackcurrant emits from the nose. Mint leaf, liquorice, chocolate and other dark berry fruit ensues as well. Good, not high alcohol, balanced with the oak and fruit. Silky fine tannins with firm textures ensue. The length of finish of blackcurrant just lingers and lingers on the back palate and goes on and on. Should cellar 7-9 years and lovely with fillet mignon steak with a mushroom sauce.
