"Funny old business this. I popped out and bought a bottle of this wine because I wanted to review it, and then, lo and behold, two bottles turn up at Winorama HQ. Screwcap too. Leconfield have been in top form over the last couple of years. Every egg a bird. This is the second tasting of this wine. Sometimes you just have to be sure….

Aromas of raspberry, cassis, dark mint chocolate, cedar and vanilla oak. Some gamey tobacco and light herbal notes add an extra dimension of complexity. On the palate full bodied with flavours of rich raspberry, cassis, choc cherry, mint, tobacco and cedar oak. Fine ripe grainy tannins and fresh acidity. Length. Lots of flavour. Lots of class. Really excellent cabernet. I am quite taken with this wine. Drink : 2007 - 2015+."  Gary Walsh, Winorama - 94 points

"The Leconfield cabernets have always been at the cooler or more leafy end of the Coonawarra style, but in recent years they've become riper and better than they were in the 1990s. The bell-clear cassis/blackcurrant cabernet fruit shouts 'Coonawarra!' It's clean and ripe with well-integrated oak that's not obvious. The taste is deep and intense, concentrated in fruit but subtle in tannin and acidity. Screwcapped, it's very fresh and needs a few years to build secondary complexities.
