"A delicious Coonawarra cabernet whose vibrant aromas of cassis, dark plums and violets are supported by chocolate and cedary oak with undertones ofg dried herbs. Round and sumptuous, it’s a ripe and generous wine whose deep, dark favours of berries and plums are tightly knit with cedar/vanilla oak and mineral undertones. Framed by supple, dusty tannins, it’s genuinely varietal and focused, even if at 14.5% alcohol it’s a fraction warm and spirity. Drink 2012-2016."  Jeremy Oliver - 91 points

"Great colour: black as the ace of spades. Huge nose of liquorice, spice, dusty oak and squishy black fruit. It’s a ripe bugger at 14.5% alcohol (especially for Coonawarra). Slabs of sweet black fruit and dusty tannins in the mouth that slip down effortless to a long dry, savoury finish. Considering the density of fruit the wine retains a good degree of elegance (well, it is from Coonawarra after all!), and it’s also persistent—the flavours linger on the finish. Balance and structure are such that this Coonawarra treat should be still be magic drinking in a decade from now."  Andrew Wood, Divine Magazine

"This wine is made by respected winemaker Kym Tolley from the Coonawarra Region of South Australia. The Phoenix name in this wine recognises the first winemaking company purchased by Douglas Austral Tolley, Kym's great grand father, in 1888. Kym has continued the unbroken family winemaking tradition, establishing Penley Estate in 1988 where he has set out to create an approachable drinkable red wine that reflects the unique characteristics of Coonawarra, of balance and the ability to mature well. This wine, unsurprisingly, had good beginnings. A glorious purple garnet red colour reflects its youth on one hand but some development on the other. You get lots of ripe upfront deep red berry fruit with hints of spice and nutmeg. It flows onto the palate with a smooth rich character, fleshy with rich plum and strong blackcurrant flavours that just linger. The oak is seamless, there and letting the fruit do the talking maintaining that sense of balance. The structure is elegant yet substantial. Drinking very well right now for up to 4-6 years, the wine will go well with lasagna. At around $25, this is an excellent value Cabernet from the Coonawarra region." Paul Ippolito
