Smells and tastes like an old school Cabernet- cedar, blackcurrant, black cherry, a whiff of vanilla, violets, mint and an impressively tight, condensed mid palate that sets the best Cabernet's apart from the also rans. Fine, almost powderry tannins blanket the mouth but without dominating the medium bodied persona of this highly impressive wine. Huge potential and will only get better from here. Drink: 2013-2020." "This is a new release red from the Wynns stable which originates from the dry grown Messenger vineyard in the Coonawarra region. It is a varietal Coonawarra Cabernet that will appeal to purists with its balance between fruit, cool climate mint and spice and pepperiness, delivered in a structured elegant way. You get your blackcurrants, blackberries, spicy plums and mint leaf all in there with good chewy oak and fine grainy tannins. Still a youthful wine with a good cellaring future. "The dry grown Messenger Vineyard has been a consistent contributor to Wynns premium wines. Planted in 1975 at the southern end of tiny Coonawarra, two kilometres north of Penola and 500 metres west of the Riddoch Highway. When conditions are right, the block's heavier and deeper soils store enough winter rainfall to produce small, intensely flavoured grapes with excellent balance. The Wynns winemaking team decided to give this exclusive vineyard a chance to sing its own tune, this inaugural release is a stellar performance 

The original wineworks was built by the Coonawarra's founder John Riddoch in 1896, the first ever Coonawarra winery. To this day Wynn's holds some of the region's most superlative Cabernet Vineyards. Previous single vineyard releases include the 2001 Harold Vineyard Cabernet Sauvignon and 2003 and 2004 Johnson's Block Shiraz Cabernet. Coonawarra experienced a slightly warmer than usual, dry summer with the grapes ripening evenly and early. Overall, perfect vintage weather without rain offered a great opportunity to make wines of classic varietal character and longevity. Maturation for eighteen months in a combination of 30% new French oak, 57% seasoned oak, and 13% new Russian oak. Alcohol 13.5%  

Intense red with vibrant hues. Lifted mint with violets and blueberries. A complex array of cherry and blackberry fruits with bayleaf notes. Integrated tannins with a background of caramel oak maintain a smooth texture - while remaining distinctly varietal. There's great length and persistence - hallmarks of a fine Coonawarra Cabernet Sauvignon."  Winery Notes
