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I'm always on the look-out for a Margaret River cabernet that really deliver the goods but doesn't break the bank in the process – usually with very little success. Well it's all good news with this beauty from the revitalised Xanudu stable, which has just celebrated the first anniversary of Rathbone Family ownership. The Rathbone Family, also owners of Yering Station in the Yarra Valley, Mount Langi Ghiran in the Grampians and Parker Estate in the Coonawarra, have built a reputation for uncompromising winemaking and viticulture; and this release of the 05 Cabernet Sauvignon (with a small amount of merlot and cabernet franc included in the blend) certainly reflects the professionalism that they have brought to Xanadu.

Youthful purple-red colour; a clean, fresh bouquet with an array of ripe gravelly/ blackcurrant/cassis fruit; then a palate with lovely depth, texture and structure, with beautifully balanced and integrated French oak. The wine has lovely mouthfeel for such a young wine and fine supporting tannins.

It has a delightful violet and gum leaf perfume over mulberry, blackcurrant and chocolate with a handful of gravel thrown in for good measure. On the palate medium to full bodied with perfectly ripe fruit offering blackcurrant, mulberry, chocolate, some more earthy flavours and a touch of leafiness.
