"Has great poise; essency cassis, with hints of earth and a mineral complexity at its core; full-bodied, with fine-grained tannins; will reward patient cellaring. ProCork. Drink Now – 2025."  James Halliday - 94 points
"It’s Pro-Cork, not plain natural cork, which winemaker P.Bissell believes (based on his own trials and those of the AWRI) to be the best closure for the more tannic varieties such as Cabernet. I’ve not included it in the closure drop down list partly because I’m feeling lazy, but also because I’m still not sure there is a significant difference in performance over natural cork - at least with regards to taint. It has a thin sheath of plastic on either end to stop the wine coming into contact with a dirty cork, which may or may not work. I’m not so sure. Anyway, this is a very good vintage for Balnaves and after a couple of days tasting (and dithering) I decided to slip it up to an Outstanding rating - although my Cabernet homunculus tells me he thinks the 2004 was slightly better. 

It’s fragrant yet rich, packed with Cassis and cherry, a touch of mint chocolate, some earthiness and lovely nougat oak. Full bodied and deep with plenty of mouthcoating grainy tannin, slightly tangy fresh acidity and a slick of ripe grainy tannins on exit. It’s big but beautifully balanced and doesn’t feel heavy despite its level of extract or alcohol - rollling through the mouth in a most pleasingly thunderous manner. Top wine. Drink : 2011 - 2018+."   Gary Walsh, Winorama - 94 points
"This weighs in at a substantial 15% alcohol but the line and length of it is super impressive. It tastes of pure bright blackcurrant and has a cedary, chalky, fennel-like edge, its length of fine-grained tannin of textbook quality and shape. This is a real cabernet, straight up. I won't hear a word against it - it's delicious, and will cellar well. Drink: 2009-2016."  Campbell Mattinson, The Wine Front - 93 points
"Vintage 2006 was warm and dry and early with small yields, producing perfumed medium weight wines with softer tannins. Blended from our Walker, Rise, Dead Morris and Quarry blocks, this wine spent 20 months in tight-grain French oak from Saury and St Martin cooperages, before bottling in March 2008 under Procork.

Deep rich red in colour, the nose is perfumed with aromas of ripe cassis, plum, and violets, with subtle vanillan oak. The palate is solid and round with softer tannins and balanced sweet fruit typical of vintage 2006. This wine will reward careful cellaring."  Winery Notes
