"Bright red-purple; a striking and fragrant bouquet, with blackcurrant, earth and cedar aromas; the palate moves onto a different plane, with considerable tannin-derived structure that has an earthy/savoury regional profile; serious wine. Screwcap. 14% alc. Drink Now - 2016."  James Halliday - 95 points

"Gee, this is a delicious wine and one of the best-value quality-driven cabernets around. And why? Well, there's its highly perfumed nose, cassis and floral, a touch of bay leaf and very attractive minty/menthol notes, ripe tannins with plenty of grip, savoury and spicy notes, and oak in the background. A beaut young wine."  Jane Faulkner, The Age 48 Hours
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"A youthful purple/red in colour. A nose showing aromas of red cherries and red currants, dusty cedar, quite rich fruits with some mint, though perhaps to my tastes it was more of a green capsicum character. The palate initially showed grippy tannins and a fierce rawness, but settled after a further few hours to show red currant jelly and blackberries, slightly grainy tannins and a touch of milkiness/creaminess on the finish. Excellent length, though quite elemental at the moment; a wine of promise - a 6 pack purchase for me. Drink : 2016 – 2026."   Winorama - 93 points 

"For all the positive things about screwcaps, I think it is also fair to say that a lot of tannic young wines tend to look a little closed and repressed on opening under this seal. A good decant or a day on the bench makes a huge difference in many cases, as in the case of this wine. 
As mentioned, this was fairly tough going straight out of the bottle. A day on however and it is starting to shine, the progression in the Wynns style under Sue Hodder becoming more apparent (and impressive) with each passing year. That style is one of greater restraint and savouriness, with medium bodied raspberry and blackcurrant flavours aligned with signature dust/herb/mint influences and a firm tannin structure. For drinking now there are many more suitable options, but this classically proportioned wine will cellar beautifully and bring great pleasure to the patient over the next couple of decades. Drink : 2016+."    Grant Dodd, The Wining Pro – 92+ points

"This has a certain elegance to it, amongst the deep range of fruit characters – think blackcurrants, raisins, plums and cherries. It also more than its fair share of mint and cedar as well as an underlying dustyness ton it. Coupled with the regional earthy character, and you have an interesting still quite young red. The oak is firm, the fruit there but with a real leanness to it and lightly astringent greenish tannins on the finish. If you really like your Coonawarra Cab Sauv, this will probably rock your boat. A well made wine overall that I will enjoy taking another look at in a few years time, at the moment, its still early days. Drink to 2013."
