“This year’s release of Penfolds Bin 707 Cabernet Sauvignon is mostly Coonawarra and Barossa Valley with a fair whack (21 percent) of Wrattonbully input (and it’s not in the official notes, but winemaker Peter Gago suggested that small amounts of Padthaway and Adelaide Hills fruit had made it into the final blend too). It’s matured in 100 percent new American oak and this year, as almost always, it’s more of a Penfolds premium red than it is a cabernet sauvignon.
Smells of iodine and raspberry, blackcurrant liqueur and beetroot. Intriguing nose – mostly of fruit, but it’s an interesting array of fruits. The palate is big, firm and confident. Oodles of eucalypt, blackurrant, cedary/smoky/clovey oak and sweet red liquorice. It finishes assertively – all dry, intense, wrenching tannin and warm, brilliant, inky fruit. This has a lot of tannin; this will take a long time to mellow. Drink : 2017 – 2035.”  Campbell Mattinson, The Wine Front - 95 points
