Its plush, sweetly fruited but finely honed palate seamlessly integrates bright, vibrant and profoundly layered flavours with superb oak and a firm, dusty backbone. It’s a wine for the ages, finishing with depth and charm, plus lingering notes of dark fruit, mineral and soy. Drink 2020-2028.”  Jeremy Oliver - 97 points
“Deep purple; this wine immediately stamps its authority, no surprise given that the cabernet vines were planted in 1957 (the second-oldest in Coonawarra) and completely rejuvenated in ’03. “The Davis vineyard, located just south of the winery, was planted to cabernet sauvignon in 1957. In 2008 wine from the vineyard ‘stood up as different’, says Pidgeon, so they kept it aside for individual bottling. This is an opulent and powerful cabernet, combining black olive and cassis varietal flavours with a particularly juicy, ripe, supple mid palate and powerful but soft tannins – opulence and elegance combined. “Deep colour. Bitter chocolate/ musky/ blackberry aromas - hint of ginger/ vermouth. The seventh single vineyard release for Wynns is from the Davis vineyard in the heart of Coonawarra with the vines planted in 1957 and renovated in 2003. Historically an important contributor to the iconic John Riddoch Cabernet Sauvignon, the Davis block has played a vital role in the development of the Australian red wine industry, with Davis cuttings used to expand Cabernet plantings in wine regions across the country. 

Rich and textured, a great depth of dark, ripe blackberry fruit and chocolate flavour with a lingering of smoky spice and briary nuances to finish."  Winery Notes
