The 1999 Gartner Family Cabernet Sauvignon is the result of an exciting new Coonawarra venture that has utilised the skills and experience of one of the most highly regarded winemakers to ever work in Coonawarra; the celebrated Peter Douglas - formerly of Wynns Coonawarra Estate and the man responsible for the rebirth of Michael Shiraz and some of the most successful vintages of John Riddoch Cabernet Sauvignon. After doing vintages in California and Sicily, Douglas was lured back to Australia in early 2000 to take up the Gartner challenge.The Gartner family has almost a century behind it on the land in the south-east of SA and is the largest independent grower of super premium quality grapes in Coonawarra. In the past they have provided grapes to some of Australia's largest wine, but now some of these grapes are being used to develop their own Gartner Family label. This dry red from a great vintage in Coonawarra is a shining example of the rich, full-bodied cabernets for which Coonawarra is famous. It shows the district's hallmark complex ripe berry aromas, especially those of currant/cassis and blackberry, together with nuances of freshly roasted coffee and vanilla beans.The soft, silky tannin structure of the wine has been enhanced by 18 months maturation in small French oak. Luscious berry flavours and beautifully integrated oak draw through delightful mocha and cedarlike characters, introducing another dimension of complexity. The dominant palate flavours are the blackberries and cassis typical of great Coonawarra cabernets.
