The wine is a blend of 55 per cent Cabernet Sauvignon, 45 per cent Shiraz."  James Halliday
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"Another twenty-year Malleea, but this time you'll need to wait more than ten years before you make a start. The cool 1999 vintage blessed this wine with excellent red berry/cherry fruit, dusty, fine, firm tannins and fantastic length.
