"Murdock is a producer that you often hear whispers about but rarely see on the shelves – and the whispers are always positive. The wines come from vines now approaching 30 years old, and are made by Peter Bissell, one of the modern masters of Coonawarra red wine making. This release, only the second cabernet produced under this label, is fine and long-flavoured, with just-enough sweet-fruit character and just-enough elegant, elongated structure to set it as a perfect cellaring proposition. It drinks well now, but in seven or eight years it's going to be gorgeous. Top notch, juicy cabernet, beautifully presented and poised, and not remotely overdone. Drink: 2004-2014." "With just a couple of vintages released, the Murdock family has established a name for producing outstanding red wines. The key to this success is two-fold: on one hand, the Murdocks have secured the talents of Pete Bissell, one of Coonawarra’s top winemakers. The other crucial factor is the vineyard: although the Murdock label is new, the vines were originally planted 30 years ago - a maturity reflected in the depth and persistence of classic regional mulberry fruit flavour that sets this cabernet apart. "In recent years several mature Coonawarra vineyards have produced wine under their own labels for the first time. These high quality growers traditionally provided quality grapes to other makers. Murdock is an example, and the cabernets put out so far have been spectacular. The '99 has super-dense colour, indicating loads of extract, and an absolutely classical Coonawarra cabernet personality – a touch earthy, a touch leafy, with profound blackcurrant liqueur/crushed blackcurrant fruit. The ripe, silky palate has gorgeous intense fruit and a stylish dressing of cedary oak that melts seamlessly into the pristine fruit character.
