Gosset, founded in 1854, is the oldest champagne house in France; but because production is very small, the house is not all that well known. 
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"One of the main reasons that I wrote the book is to share with you my enthusiasm for the lesser known, outstanding quality Houses such as Gosset (‘go say’). This firm has been making wonderful champagnes for as long as I can remember, and yet only a small number of people have experienced them. Gosset has been compared with Krug quite frequently and the comparison is apt. Both Houses are small (Gosset produces 50,000 cases annually); both produce champagne in a traditional, almost handmade style; both use small oak casks for fermenting and both produce full bodied, very dry champagnes that age well and go very well with food. One of the main differences is that Gosset’s champagnes are not quite as expensive as Krug’s! In fact, Gosset’s NV Grande Reserve Cuveé is one of the very best buys in champagne. Made from half Grand Cru and half Premier cru grapes, it’s one of my very favourite non-vintage champagnes, really on a level with prestige cuveés. Heaps of flavour, not a wimpy champagne." To add weght to the above glowing endorsement, the Australian Gourmet Traveller Wine rated the NV Grande Reserve Cuveé as the value-for-money winner of a tasting of 14 prestige cuveés, 22 vintage and 30 non-vintage champagnes. 

Lastly my tasting notes; complex, deep aromas of spice, smoke and toast; strong suggestion of yeast autolysis. Big, full, rich and layered; with impressive weight and palate presence. Toasty and generously flavored. Finishes with slow-mounting, persistent flavors.

"Gosset is a small, ultra-traditional champagne house that should be better known for its superb wines. This example may seem a bit expensive for a non-vintage wine but it merits comparison with the best vintage wines and some of the much lauded 'prestige cuvees'. It has a bright, lively, foaming appearance and the nose is deliciously complex with smoky, biscuity and nutty notes mixing it with peach patisserie and citrus-like fruit. The palate has impressive depth, richness and body, yet retains lovely freshness, ahead of a lingering, seductive aftertaste. The prestige cuvee-type bottle is pretty flash, too. Great champagne."
