2002 O'LEARY WALKER CLARE/McLAREN VALE SHIRAZ  (1500ml)

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Life must seem good to David O'Leary and Nick Walker since they decided to get together after working for some of the biggest Australian wine groups for more than 30 years. Their wines have received glowing reviews from all and sundry, culminating in their selection as Best New Producer in the Penguin Good Australian Wine Guide. 

The recently released 2002 Clare/Mclaren Vale Shiraz can only add to their already formidable reputation. It's a beautifully crafted wine, smooth, rich and elegant. It is somewhat unusual to blend wines from these two great shiraz regions, but you only have to take one sip of this lovely wine to realise that O'Leary Walker has got it right - the Clare Valley fruit (60%) adds the power, structure and fragrantly perfumed fruit; and the McLaren Vale fruit (40%) adds the richness, warmth and chocolatey flavour and the wonderfully sumptuous mouthfeel. 

"While there'll be no shortage of great 2002 South Australian reds released this year, I doubt whether too many (if any) will be as well priced as this beautifully put together shiraz from O'Leary Walker, containing both Clare Valley and McLaren Vale fruit. Deeply coloured and very ripe on the nose, with dark fruits, black olives, licorice, cedar and vanillan (from new and old French oak), the palate is equally ripe and sumptuous.
