This year it’s a blend of cabernet (52 per cent) with shiraz (48 per cent), matured in only twenty-two per cent new oak. Fantastic attack of flavour, grip through the finish, balance and harmony. Complete Australian red wine. Bold but restrained, herbal and vanillin but full of powerful, ripe, assertively dark fruit. "At $60, any semblance of this being the 'value for money' it was once perceived as is well in the past. It's a luxury wine on price alone, with steady increases  each year over the last six or seven years making a statement about where Fosters think it should be positioned. Interestingly, it is always significantly more expensive in Australia than in any other market in the world, but then thats probably just good business, given the following that Bin 389 has Down Under. No question though that this is a high quality wine. It's also one of those years where the Cabernet component seems to dominate the character of the wine, lending it a persona of some elegance. There's a herbal, slightly sappy note on the nose, sitting just above some dusty , savoury oak. Mid weight, with berry, mint, currant and vanilla flavours. Drying, elongated tannins and impressive length. It's not as glossy or immediately seductive as the 2005 but it may well be longer lived. If you decide that the price is fair, then it certainly needs plenty of time in the cellar before reaching an optimum drinking window.Price: $60; Drink When 2016+."
