"The end result is a wine that is both stylish and generous. The level of fruit concentration soaks up the oak, and given the average age of the vines, balance is seamless. But most importantly the Aberfeldy smells and tastes like a wine from the Clare: elegant yet luscious. Given the pedigree of the vineyard and the ongoing craze for anything Wendouree, I can't understand why the wine-drinking public aren't beating down Adam's door to get their hands on some."
