"The 2003 Eclipse (a blend of 65% Grenache and 35% Shiraz from 44- to 71-year-old vines, cropped at one to one and two-thirds tons of fruit per acre) is sensational. A big, sweet nose of blackberries, cherry liqueur, smoke, barbecue spice, licorice, pepper, and earth soars from the glass of this deep purple-hued 2003. Full-bodied and ripe, with no hard edges, a seamless integration of acidity, alcohol, and tannin, and a spectacular finish lasting nearly a minute, this riveting wine should get even better in 2-3 years, and will last for 10-15. Drink 2007-2020."  Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate - 94 points
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"Quite stunning in its sheer concentration and richness of flavour this year, thanks to the very small crops. Produced as always from our old grenache, with a little shiraz for spice. Very deep red in colour, with an intense stewed plums/strawberry jam/molasses/smoke and spice aroma. The palate is wonderfully deep-flavoured, rich and full bodied, with excellent balance provided by ripe dry tannins on the long finish.
