2009 SONS OF EDEN 'KENNEDY' GRENACHE SHIRAZ MOUVEDRE  !

REGION: BAROSSA VALLEY, SOUTH AUSTRALIA
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Previous vintages of this classic Barossa Valley blend have won big accolades from critics and customers alike - the 2007 winning the Trophy for best GSM blend at the Borossa Wine Show and receiving 96 points from James Halliday. I think the latest release 2009 is every bit as good, if not better, than its predecessors.  A blend of 45% Grenache, 40% Shiraz and 15% Mourvedre; the Grenache fruit is the 'soul' of this blend and is from an exceptionally low yielding 50+ year-old Vineyard that was originally planted by the Kennedy Family, the shiraz is from 15 year-old vines in the Seppeltsfield sub-region and the Mourvedre from 50+ year-old vines in the Tanunda sub-region. A superb wine with a rich, gently ripe bouquet, with sweet, deep berry fruit; a silky smooth palate with lovely line and flow, exuding a rich array of black cherry and dark blackberry fruit; beautifully handled oak and soft tannins;  absolutely seamless with a long, lingering finish. Outstanding value, everything one could possibly want in this classic Barossa Valley blend. 

“An open-knit style that shies away from more obvious fruit characters seen in many similar blends with relatively restrained fruit showing earthy, blackberry aromas. Supple and earthy on the palate with some well-managed tannins, this is a wine that will drink well over the next five years."  Gourmet Traveller Wine – One to Try
“Deep crimson in colour this wine has aromas of ripe blackcurrents and plum together with clove spice. A rich complex palate, displaying layers of ripe berry flavour with velvety tannins, together with great length and depth.

Hand harvested, destemmed and crushed. To aid colour, tannin and flavour extraction the wine was fermented warm, with temperatures exceeding 32ºC. Macerated on skins for a total of 25 days before being pressed straight to seasoned oak hogsheads for maturation. Barrel matured for 14 months without racking on full press solids, then naturally clarified, blended and bottled."  Winery Notes
"Corey Ryan worked as a winemaker at Henschke for six years before he and viticulturalist Simon Cowham, who had been managing vineyards for Yalumba, started up their own winery. It’s called Sons of Eden, and s ince its first vintage (2000) it has quickly emerged from the pack. One of my top picks among the hundreds of new small wineries coming out of Australia, it specializes in wines that manage to build grace and harmony into those ripe, opulent Aussie flavors… The Sons of Eden wines all strike me as exceptionally supple and smooth." "Sons of Eden is the venture of winemaker Corey Ryan and viticulturist Simon Cowham, who both learnt and refined their skills in the vineyards and cellars of Eden Valley. Corey Ryan is a trained oenologist with 22 vintages under his belt, having cut his teeth working as a winemaker at Henschke. Thereafter he worked for Rouge Homme and Penfolds in Coonawarra, backed up with winemaking stints in the Rhône Valley, and in 2002 took the opportunity to work in NZ, heading up the winemaking team for Villa Maria Estates (remaining a consultant to Villa Maria). In 2007 he won the Institute of Masters of Wine scholarship, awarded to the student with the highest marks across the theory and practical sections of wine assessment. Simon Cowham has a similarly international career covering such diverse organisations as Oddbins UK and the Winemakers' Federation of Australia. Having switched from the business side to grapegrowing when he qualified as a viticulturist, he began work for Yalumba as technical manager of the Heggies and Pewsey Vale vineyards. With this background, it comes as no surprise to find the estate-grown wines are of outstanding quality."  James Halliday
