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Petit Manseng is predominantly grown in the south of France in the Pyrennes district known as Jurançon. Gapsted have pioneeered the grape variety locally and at present produce the only Petit Manseng in Australia. Winemaker Michael Cope-Williams says it is a tribute to the owners of Gapsted, who are all passionate grape growers, that he is able to experiment with such interesting grape varieties. 

The fruit for this wine was sourced from the very cool growing region of Myhree, in the heart of the King Valley The fruit was harvested at night, gently air bag pressed and only the free run juice underwent a cold long ferment to preserve the fresh fruit characteristics. The ferment was stopped just prior to dryness to retain the natural sweet fruit flavours.
The wine is an absolute delight and the perfect partner for spicy Thai food. The bouquet is quite floral, the palate full of the ripe flavours of petit manseng - spicy lime and honeysuckle with a rich luscious peach character. The finish is wonderfully clean; full of zesty lime acidity.
