Likewise the nose and palate are as fresh as a daisy with lime jube, nougat, oatmeal biscuit, lemon butter and summer pasture. Super intense in the mouth—the HVD is the most profound semillon Tyrrell’s produce—and brilliantly balanced with firm minerally acidity complimenting the succulent fruit perfectly. Line and length are equally impressive. This probably has another ten years in front of it, but it is so incredibly delicious now, I doubt many bottles will be left untouched for that long."
