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Silverwood is a small single site vineyard on the Mornington Peninsula not far from Westernport Bay, on a protected north facing slope. The site is characterised by a cool climate, low fertility soils and a long ripening period - conditions that can produce great pinot noir! Paul Dennis is the founder and owner of Silverwood, a man passionate about producing the highest possible quality pinot and chardonnay. The vines are all meticulously hand tended and grown under an environmentally sensitive, sustainable philosophy; and made under a minimal intervention regime to ensure that the characteristics are true to the site and wines made as naturally as possible.

The 2004 Estate Pinot was very good (Halliday – 93 points), but the newly released 2005 is in a different league altogether. It is a beautiful pinot noir of great body and intensity of flavour; with lusciuos red cherry fruit and fine silky tannins, and undertones of forest floor. Already it has been judged Best in Category at the 2006 Winewise Small Vignerons Awards (judges: James Halliday, Ian McKenzie, Tom Carson, Louisa Rose, Phil Trickett, Nick Stock, John Belsham, Tim Kirk, Jim Chatto, Trina Smith, Chris Shanahan, Drew Tuckwell, Len Sorbello, Andrew McEwin, Lex Howard & Lester Jesberg).
