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Portsea Estate is a tiny vineyard located on the century old Tintagel property overlooking Bass Strait at the very tip of Victoria’s Mornington Peninsula. It's wines are made by Lindsay McCall (Paringa Estate), arguably Australia's most successful pinot noir maker. Its terroir is unique, derived from extensive limestone deposits and a top soil of calcareous sand and humus collected over thousands of years. 

The 2006 Portsea Estate is cool-climate pinot noir from Australia at its very best and I am not surprised that it was a Triple Trophy Winner at the prestigious National Cool Climate Show, taking out the Champion Wine of the Show. In addition it has won a staggering 7 Gold Medals in wine shows over the last year. Elegant, deeply flavoured and finely crafted; this wonderfully aromatic pinot has deep cherry and plum fruit and sweet spices on the bouquet. The palate that follows is supple, concentrated and complex; offering plum, cherry and spice with fine ripe tannins and perfectly managed oak. The finish is fresh, clean and lingering. I have no doubt that Portsea Estate is a star in the making.

"The free draining, limestone rich soils provide ideal conditions for Pinot Noir and Chardonnay to thrive and have produced complex, layered wines of distinct character and minerality. The vines flourish on sunny, north facing slopes, shielded from the often harsh conditions characteristic of the windswept Bass Strait coastline. The fingers of wind which still manage to penetrate the leaf canopy, serve to maintain the health of the vines by minimising humidity.
The 2006 Pinot Noir displays loads of primary red fruit & musky floral notes of violets and rose petals on the nose. Plum, black cherry, toasty oak and savoury notes on the palate."  Winery Notes
