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Portsea Estate is a tiny vineyard located on the century old Tintagel property overlooking Bass Strait at the very tip of Victoria’s Mornington Peninsula. It's wines are made by Lindsay McCall (Paringa Estate), arguably Australia's most successful pinot noir maker. Its terroir is unique, derived from extensive limestone deposits and a top soil of calcareous sand and humus collected over thousands of years. 

The 2007 vintage is a wonderful follow-up to the multi-trophy winning 2006.  Very much in the same mould, a deeply flavoured, full-bodied pinot with masses of cherry and plum fruit.

"The free draining, limestone rich soils provide ideal conditions for Pinot Noir and Chardonnay to thrive and have produced complex, layered wines of distinct character and minerality. The vines flourish on sunny, north facing slopes, shielded from the often harsh conditions characteristic of the windswept Bass Strait coastline. The fingers of wind which still manage to penetrate the leaf canopy, serve to maintain the health of the vines by minimising humidity.
The 2006 Pinot Noir is a well structured pinot noir of intense, deep ruby colour, displaying heightened complexity, tannins and smokey notes. Plum, black cherry, toasty oak and savoury characteristics on the palate."  Winery Notes
