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"I'm not sure if it’s just me, but I reckon there's a lot more punchy acidity being packed into these Kooyong Pinots in recent vintages. Also pretty sure that Tang Master Mattinson is sure to rate this even higher.
Red fruits veering towards The Plum with plenty of spice, a clutch of aromatic dried herbs and subtle vanilla oak. Has an almost lemony perfume even. It’s medium weight, tangy and focussed with a sort of tamarillo tartness to the acidity, but plenty of spicy fruit and fine grained tannins to go with it. It has great shape, significant length and is sure to cellar particularly well. I opened the bottle a couple of days ago, and, on re-tasting a couple of days later, it showed almost no sign of change. Some serious Pinot styling here. Drink 2012 - 2017." “Medium to dark purple red, good ripe concentration with some barrel ferment notes adding depth; lovely dark fruits, small currents and cherries with plenty of spice; fantastic flavour on the palate balanced with fine tannins; again a firmer styled wine, but has the fruit to balance those enormous tannins; soft, textured entry with lashings of flavour which coats the mouth; almost an ironstone, mineraly palate which adds to its drive; great length.”  Chris Crawford, Pinot Unearthed – 18.5 points
“Deep dark red bricking at the edge possibly showing some development; deep, dark and brooding dark berry aromas; fleshy, meatier in style; palate is firm with a good dose of acid; the wine livens up with some time in the glass giving it some time to open the fruit underneath the structure; tightly wound core of fruit wrapped around some structure and weight; grainy tannin on the finish; palate better than first aroma indicates.”  Dans Sims, Pinot Unearthed – 18.5 points
“Deep garnet, bright; deeply fruited, with black cherry and plum being complemented by some whole bunch or whole berry herbaceous nuances; the palate reveals a thickly textured and sweet fruited wine, with masses of fruit, plentiful and quite gravelly tannin, and a fairly healthy dose of toasty oak on the finish; big-boned and full of raw power, a little time should see it settle down and provide a more complete picture of the journey to come.”  Ben Edwards, Pinot Unearthed – 17.5 points
