"The 2007/2008 season was a blessed relief after the previous year, yet a hot spell around vintage time left us scrambling for space as everything ripened at once. Quantities were, unsurprisingly, up from the previous vintage and after a (literally) sleepless couple of weeks, everything was in and looking good. High quality, coupled with larger yields resulted in 2008 being a generous and lovely year.

Yields: 2 Tonnes per acre. Hand harvesting, 100% destemmed. 100% Wild yeast primary fermentation. 20 Days total on skins. Natural malolactic fermentation in barrel. 100% French oak maturation, 30 % new. 15 months in wood with 1 racking. No fining and no filtration.

The 2008 Pinot Noir is bright ruby garnet in colour with a fresh lifted red fruited nose. Red cherry and raspberry abound with some oriental spice and earthy notes adding complexity and savouriness. On the palate the wine is firm and fine, with more red fruit and spice, intense yet silky tannins and crisp, bright acidity. Lovely length and elegance on the finish. A delightfully poised wine, that is drinking well now, but will gain further depth, richness and velvety texture with age.

Match to grilled quail, roast duck with cherries, or a mild sheeps milk cheese, such as Ossau-Iraty from the Basque region of France."  Winery Notes
