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“The 2009 vintage Pinot Noirs from Martinborough will vie with the 2008s for the honour of one of the best vintages in the last decade. Bright ruby-red colour with youthful purple hues, this has an elegant, somewhat shy bouquet at present. There is a core of dark berry and plum fruits with lovely oak and spice complexities to the aroma. The palate is rich, dense and concentrated with sweet flavours of red and black berry fruits, plums as well as spices and a little liquorice. At 14.4% alc., this has good body weight and depth. The tannin extraction is perfect, resulting in a wine of balance and proportion, with a long, lush and supple finish. A wine to match with roast duck and most red meat dishes over the next 6-8 years.”  Raymond Chan – 19.0 points out of 20 (((((

“Martinborough enjoys a climate that is closely aligned with the famous cool climate regions of Burgundy, the Loire Valley and Marlborough. Our Te Muna Road Vineyard, located some 7km outside the Martinborough township and at higher elevation which delays harvest by about a week. Here we focus our own cultivation of the classic cool climate varieties Sauvignon Blanc and Pinot Noir. The vineyard is made up of two distinct terraces, one comprising very old stony soils at a higher altitude, produces exceptional Pinot Noir. Stylistically the Pinot Noir wines show great complexity and a reserved intellectual feel and very good length.
A bright and deep rosey red. Fragrant aromatics of red fruits, plum, tree bark, a variety of flowers, spice and earth. 2009 is a year of seamless structure, satin tannins and gentle supporting acidity. The palate is pure, long, very finely textured. The lush mid palate holds a mix of red berries, violets, ruby grapefruit, liquorice and exotic spice. The wine finishes with length, poise and delightful focus.."  Winery Notes
