"Whilst Picardy focuses on making Burgundian styled wines the 09 is not a Burgundy. It isn’t not a Burgundy either. Burgundy focuses on terroir expressed wines, Picardy do the same with their wines showcasing the Pemberton regions potential. The 09 could easily be mistaken for either a well made, clean slightly Southern Burgundy or a fantastic, style-defining, Aussie Pinot. In time it will be very hard to differentiate between some of the top Burgundian wines and Picardy’s Pinot and Chardonnay. With a crimson and lightly opaque antique brick red colour to a very thin clear rim, this is text book Pinot Noir colouring. The nose is a combination of Volnay and Chambolle, initially exhibiting a smokey game meat, match heads, truffley, forest floor, with a more subtle black cherry and cranberry fruit sensation. The palate is an amalgamation of the restrained savoury red fruits and smoked spices. The Pinot is vibrant and seamless, something which Picardy do so well across the board with all of their wines.  It is leaner yet concentrated, lengthy and compelling. The 09 will be interesting wine with some cellaring, potentially being quite long due to its firm structure. The 09 would be a perfect match to any pasta or risotto with a focus on mushroom or fungus. A serving of the Holy Smoke’s smoked trout pâté and fresh baguette would work well also. The Picardy 2009 Pinot Noir was very low yielding vintage in the vineyard and so will have very limited availability."  Winery Notes
