Another sensational pinot noir from this highly focused, quality Yarra Valley winery. Elegant, supple, silky,  seamless, beautifully structured and lingering, the wine simply caresses the senses. All class – the veritable iron fist in a velvet glove. 

"Wantirna Estate’s spotlessly crafted, elegant and fine-grained table wines typically reveal deeply scented perfumes of pristine fruit and fine-grained oak, before elegant, supple and seamless palates of intensity and integration. Despite their elegance and charm, as well as the near-fragility of some youthful Pinot Noir, they tend to cellar beautifully, reliant on their balance, fine-grained tannins and depth of fruit, to acquire richness and strength." “In general the 2009 vintage is one to be avoided from the Yarra Valley but Wantirna Estate is (almost) Yarra Valley in name only. I was on the alert for signs of smoke taint in this wine but saw none whatsoever.
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It’s a beautiful wine to drink, regardless of vintage. It tastes of cherries and rose petals and swish, cedary, spicy oak, though it comes across as silken and seamless. There’s an undercurrant of ripe tannin but it’s not assertive. It’s refreshing and lengthy. There’s some fresh new oak through the aftertaste but it’s a positive here; this is a thoroughly enjoyable, delicious wine of clear class. "The vineyard has three distinct blocks of Pinot Noir and these are all harvested separately. Even in our small vineyard there are quite amazing differences between the blocks and each delivers quite unique characters. Added to that is the fact that there is often up to 2 weeks difference in the harvest dates. The mature vines, around 35 year old vines, give us the savoury tones and fine tannins, the Front block delivers spicy and savoury flavours, whilst the Fruit Tree block is generously fruity. Once blended, the resulting wines complement each other beautifully. The wine is matured in a mixture of new and1 and two year old oak barrels, with around 30% new barrels being used each vintage. 

The 2009 Lily is a wine of femininity with a lower alcohol than the blockbuster 2008. Great fragrance with some gentle but balancing tannins to keep the pinot fruitiness in check. "  Winery Notes
