“Fruit from 33 ha with eight Pinot Noir clones, fully destemmed and fermented partially by indigenous yeasts to 13.8% alc., the wine aged 9 months in 31% new French oak barriques. Moderately dark ruby-red colour with light purple hues, youthful in appearance. The aromatics are tight and intense, with a degree of elegance, the dark cherry and red berry aromas have an ethereal aspect, unfolding notes of dried herbs and a little toast. Some reduction is present at this early stage. Medium-bodied, this is stylishly proportioned with tightly bound red cherry and berry flavours infused with dried herb elements, the reduction less marked on taste. The palate has racy acidity providing brightness and liveliness, and a fine line of fine grainy tannins provide good drive and length.
