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Line, length and depth. A perfumed nose that gives way to subtle spices in a very feminine example of Tasmanian Pinot. Juicy, ripe fruit core, plush palate, concentrated raspberry fruit with light cardamom spices and a slightly sour cherry-tart finish.  
“Dark ruby red in colour. Aroma of deep, dark cherry and raspberry fruits complexed with French oak spice and mocha notes, with hints of clove. Ripe black cherry and wild raspberry fruit are com-plemented by spicy, whole bunch characters. Sweet fruit and subtle savoury tannins provides an elegant, supple and long palate structure. Winemaking: Hand picked Pinot Noir is gently destemmed with minimum berry breakage and placed in small batch open top fermenters with approx. 30% whole bunches. Regular plunging is used to immerse the skins and extract colour and tannin as gently as possible. After pressing the wine undergoes malolactic fermentation in French oak Barriques and is matured in oak for 12 months prior to bottling. Whilst very approachable now, the richness of fruit and fine tannins will reward you, after careful cellaring with a complex, spicy wine. Optimum cellaring now to 2017." Winery Notes
