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For the first time in its history a pinot noir has been awarded Australian wine’s top gong as Wine of the Show at the 2011 National Wine Show of Australia. The single vineyard 2010 PHI Pinot won the Holy Grail of wine awards taking out The Len Evans Memorial Trophy for Best Table Wine of the Show, as well as Best Dry Red Wine and the inaugural award for Best Single Vineyard Dry Red. The National Wine Show of Australia is widely recognised as the nation’s winemaking grand final, as wines in the premium classes are only entitled to enter if they have previously won a medal at a capital city or approved regional show.

“Steve Webber of De Bortoli Yarra Valley is prone to bold statements. But when he declares a certain wine the best he's ever made (and he's made some beauties) you take note. And when he says the 2010 PHI Pinot Noir is not only the best pinot noir but the best wine he's made in the Yarra Valley, eyebrows shoot skywards. “This lil’ bad boy took out the big gong at the 2011 National Wine Show held in Canberra this year, where yours truly was part of the judging. There was another pinot noir that came through the rounds of trophy judging, but the line and length in this wine sent it over the edge. There is a wonderfully sapid character in this wine that elevates it above other PHI releases I have seen, and the undeniable drinkability is a clincher. Steve Webber rang me on the morning of the trophy judging to talk about another matter entirely, but slipped into a conversation about this wine ‘seriously Mike, I think it’s one of the best wines we have ever made’. Ironic marketing pitch? Don’t think so, there is such a marked quality in this wine that it could only be evident.
Richly fruited bouquet of red and black cherries, earthy mushrooms, cinnamon and wet ferns. The palate is supple but builds in intensity and is marked for its focus and penetrating line. Contained but expressive, the wine offers bright fruit flavours amongst layers of quietly spicy oak, truffley/savoury complexity and a light sweetness that keeps the wine elevated and fine. Has a gentle beauty and purity. Superb pinot noir fruit expressed within a truly elegant frame. I’ll watch the evolution with keen interest too.
