My initial thought was that they might be stretching the blend- however, that was until I tasted the wine.

Lemon/Lime flavours with an intense mineral and spice driven palate that has effortless power and peerless length. Without question, one of the best wines of the year so far, and a wonderful Australian Riesling experience."
