A couple of years ago I was priveleged to attend a vertical tasting of Castle Rock rieslings spanning the 1990 to 2004 vintages, and simply astounded at how well they develop with bottle age - growing richer and more powerful, yet still retaining their characteristic minerality, crispness and steely framework. A superb match with the accompanying food.
The Multi Trophy winning is a wine of enormous potential and a must for any serious collector's cellar. A tightly structured riesling, full of piercing lime and grapefruit flavours on the trademark minerally palate, with a lingering, incredibly fine finish. Still a baby and relatively unevolved, it has the structure and backbone to cellar for at least 20 years.
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"The Sydney Wine Show Trophy winning 2006 Castle Rock Riesling is an aberration, giving these rieslings usually take several years to show their best. It has a flowery lime-blossom bouquet and beautifully delineated varietal characters of lime juice and passion- fruit on the long palate. Some of the best Rieslings are from Western Australia's Great Southern region: Frankland River's Alkoomi, Ferngrove and Frankland Estate; Mount Barker's Forest Hill Vineyard and Plantagenet; Porongurup's Castle Rock and Gibraltar Rock' and Denmark's Howard Park. If you see riesling from these producers, don't hesitate to buy a bottle. You won't be disappointed." James Halliday; The Weekend Australian – 96 points

The 2006 Castle Rock Riesling is gently floral, has amazing intensity of hauntingly pure lemon juice, impressive finesse, and mouth-puckering, taut, dry acidity that lingers.
