"A tantalising savoury nose of crushed stone, talc, lime rind and citrus blossom complimented by a sweet core of lime marmalade. Super steely in the mouth, the razor sharp spine of acidity slices through subdued sweet limey/minerally fruit that races down the palate at breakneck speed to the long, pithy finish. In amongst all that dominating structure there is also a twist of lavender-cum-rosemary that further accentuates the wine’s savouriness. The verging-on-painful tightness of the wine is typically Mount Horrocks: winemaker Stephanie Toole tends to produce a leaner, more minerally, racy Clare riesling that loves the cellar. Structure junkies will love drinking this now—it’s a riesling with one hell of a lot of in-your-face attitude.
