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"On the surface of it, the Mornington Peninsula looks an unlikely place to grow good shiraz. The cool maritime climate, fertile soils and changeable weather often don't suit shiraz's sunny disposition, but this wine from David and Paula Leslie's Turramurra Estate is one of the exceptions. It has a dense, deep colour, a meaty, mature nose of concentrated plum, prune and spices, and it's trimmed in oak that's nicely subtle despite two years of barrel maturation. In the mouth it's smooth, round and rich with berry, licorice and lightly gamey flavours that are stylish, mature and well-balanced. This may be the best Mornington Peninsula shiraz yet." Fermentation to dryness took place over five days, and colour extraction was intense. The wine was matured in new french oak barriques over 22 months. The new french oak was used for this wine to add refinement to the plum and white pepper flavours. The result is a beautiful balance between the grape derived and barrel characters.
