From the outstanding 2001 vintage in McLaren Vale comes this hedonistic wine from arguably the region's best maker. And for the first time the winemaker Dan Hills has used a proportion of French oak (both new and 1 year old), in addition to the customary American oak. 
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"Vibrant spicy aromas of blackberries, plums and cassis, licorice and chocolate, with underlying but assertive creamy, toasty and vanilla oak. Sumptuous, smooth palate whose richly endowed expression of ripe plum, dark olives and new oak influences are framed by firm, but tightly integrated tannins. Excellent length, structure and balance; very ripe and powerful but not overcooked. Drink 2013-2021."  Jeremy Oliver - 96 points
"Deep, bright purple-red; the smooth and luscious bouquet with blackberry and raspberry fruit supported by neatly judged oak is followed by a palate with excellent mouthfeel and balance; ripe blackberry and licorice flavours are accompanied by ripe tannins and more of the stylish oak of the bouquet. "Huge colour, black as they come but with bright purple red hues. A totally impressive aroma and then in the mouth a lovely vinous complexity. Chocolate raisins, spice, liquorice, vanilla and then more waves of flavour - cherry ripe chocolate bars, dark fruits, violets, boysenberries, blackberries, warm 'cuddly blanket' oak. Wow. This is an awesome wine. It's wonderfully balanced, full-bodied and powerful with a terrific integration of fruit, oak and tannin and the smoky, spicy flavour lasts for absolutely ages. "Another big wine that needs time to settle down. The freshly hewn cedary, toasty oak has yet to integrate fully with the minty, blackberry, plum fruit. In the mouth there is no mistaking the house style - gregarious generosity - and, as with the previous wines, all is in balance: the ripe tannins and spicy acidity tame the fleshy, sweet fruit and kick it along at a breakneck pace to a long, clean finish. A great Fox Creek in the making; just leave it alone for another six to twelve months (after all, these wines are made to age - and ageit will, for at least a decade)." "... Bouquet is highly complex and full on with lashing of dark fruit (liquorice plums etc,) vanilla, spice and all things nice. On the palate there are two things that stick out like canine testicles on this wine. The first is the magnificent mouth feel created by the ultra fine grained unobtrusive dusty tannins and strong deep persistent fruit that flow across the tongue with huge amounts of liquorice, plums, chocolate and spicy flavours without heavy extraction. The second is the rock solid layered structure with full body weight and intricate developed sophisticated complexity.
