The wines, made by Ben Glaetzer at Barossa Vintners, are from ancient vineyards contracted to Frank Mitolo. The philosophy is simple… make the best; at no compromise… They use old, established vineyards in McLaren Vale and the Barossa Valley and are no-expense spared, limited production, top quality efforts.  
The '01 Mitolo G.A.M is from 70 year old vines and aged in 100% new French. It was when I tasted this wine that I became aware of how very good Mitolo not only was, but could become. Put simply, it is a superb McLaren Vale shiraz - full-bodied, rich, well-balanced, with an incredibly long palate.
