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William Randall is Thorn-Clarke's flagship wine, named after a family member who was a paddle-steamer skipper on the Murray River in the 19th century. It is sourced from the family's Barossa Kabininge vineyard and is strictly strictly an individual barrel selection - only the very best barrels are used in this blend. It is archetypal old-vine Barossa shiraz; rich, ripe fruit, dense dark plums and cassis wrapped in layers of coffee and vanilla. The oak is more prominent than in the Shotfire Ridge shiraz, but only needs time in the cellar to integrate with the fruit. World class.
The 2001 William Randell shiraz (together with the 2001 Shotfire Ridge Shiraz) won Gold at the 2004 Decanter Wine Competition. Renowned amongst the world's winemakers for its exacting requirements - over 4500 wines from around the world were entered – it was among the 53 wines that received a Gold medal.
