Deep purple-red in colour, the multi award winning 2002 Annie's Lane Copper Trail Shiraz is intensely fragrant displaying aromas of blackberry, violets and dark chocolate. These aromas develop into a full-bodied, well-balanced palate with freshly ground coffee, mineral and berry flavours supported and complimented by long velvety tannins and a silky texture. 

Winemaker for this Copper Trail wine, Caroline Dunn says, 'The cooler summer in 2002 ensured a late, long vintage, enabling the fruit to develop fully ripe, yet elegant flavours and refined tannins. The wine is a culmination of the very best of the Clare Valley with vineyards carefully selected for their intensity of flavour and distinctive, regional characters.'

There is a minimal intervention approach to the production of the Copper Trail wines allowing the natural expression of the fruit to be retained. Small batch fermenters were used to keep the vineyard parcels separate allowing the winemaker to maintain and develop the unique characteristics of each vineyard. The wines were gently pressed into a combination of new and seasoned French and American oak for a maturation period of 22 months."  Winery Notes
