The palate is full complex and sophisticated with even tannins and a soft finish. In lots of ways it is a wine that seemingly exhibits the best characteristics of red wine from both Victorian and South Australian – although the grapes are sourced only from vineyards in North Central Victoria; grown specifically for the Billa Bridge products, under the direction of Scott Hutton, who ensures that grapes of the best quality are produced.
