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Brothers Tom and Guy Adams are fifth generation farmers in Langhorne Creek, whose family own the historic Metala Vineyard. For many years they have  supplied fruit for some of Australia's most legendary reds, but recently the brothers decided to release wine under their own label. They engaged the talented David Freschi as winemaker and have not looked back since. This is no amateur enterprise, having built a multi-million dollar winery.

From the outstanding 2002 vintage, this third release of the Brothers in Arms Shiraz is a full-bodied, opulent, blockbuster wine with masses of ripe blackberries, plums, vanillan and spice that will have massive appeal to those who like their wines exotic. In a blind tasting of twelve comparably priced 2002 shiraz, the Brothers in Arms stood out for its richness, structure and sheer downright 'glugability'. Will be a pearler with time in the cellar.
