The wine is fermented in open wooden vats with wild and cultured yeasts, then matured in old and new French oak.
"Sergio Carlei has produced an outstanding shiraz here, which combines black pepper and mixed spices with ripe, sweet, dark-berry fruits and a flick of vanilla from oak. There's an earthy, foresty edge too. Plenty of soft tannin in fine balance. A top wine."  Huon Hooke, Sydney Morning Herald.

All of which is driven on to a juicy, fruit-propelled, impressive finish. This is a very stylish wine, in need only of time for the oak to integrate. Drink: 2006-2011."
