"I've seen this called an iron fist in an iron glove but that's quite wrong - or at least in the case of this release it is. This is the opposite to that. This is a velvet fist in a velvet glove, the wall of loud black fruit sounding into the softness silkiest milkiest bosom of vinous deliciousness the imagination can conjure. Loamy, sweet, satiny blackberry oozes into pure sweet-faced plums oozes into coal, the coffeed oak largely sucked up and chewed into the loins of the wine. Yeah, all right, it's the epitome of a sex-kitten wine. It will not be to everyone's taste, but to those whose taste this is, here you have a superb wine - though please, drink it behind closed doors, all right? "Quite a sophisticated but extremely ripe shiraz that has retained plenty of vibrant, bright fruit character. Its juicy aromas of cassis, dark plums, blackberries and sweet cedar/mocha oak arte backed by spicy nuances, with suggestions of mint and menthol. Smooth and sumptuous, its oaky and velvet-like palate underpins its blackberry and dark plum flavours with riper, meaty currant-like influences and assertive, smoky and dark chocolate oak. "The Elderton Command Shiraz grapes are grown on a selected portion of the Elderton Estate vineyard, from vines planted in the early 1900’s. Grown on rich river silt soils and red brown earth over limestone, in a Mediterranean climate, with cropping levels less than 4 tonnes per hectare. 2002 was a dream year viticulturally, with mild summer temperatures being greeted with a very dry and mild Autumn, ensuring long hang times, great baume’s and amazing natural acidity.

Use of open fermenters, with some juice drawn off early in the fermentation process. Long term maturation (almost 3 years, starting off in new American & new French oak puncheons and then transferred into older oak after about one year) and 12 months bottle age prior to release, make this quality wine complex and balanced with long term cellaring potential. 

Very dark purple with bright magenta hues. The nose shows lovely ripe plum, chocolate, cedar and spices. On the palate: deep, dense, richly complex and freakishly balanced, this is a very powerful red showing rich dark chocolate, plum, and a finish that is very smooth and long."  Winery Notes
