"An elegant Meshach, but no shrinking violet, either! Very intense and assertively oaked, with dark plums, blackcurrants and dark chocolate backed by toasty aromas of vanilla, coconut ice, cedar and cigarboxes, it’s also perfumed and floral. Surprisingly fine and elegant and seamless, its palate is saturated with jammy black and red berry flavours and supported by fine, firm tannins of genuine strength. It finishes long and savoury, with lingering suggestions of licorice, cloves and minerals. Drink 2014-2022."  Jeremy Oliver - 95 points

"Grant Burge Meshach Shiraz $100. Barossa Winemaker Grant Burge reckons this is the best wine he has ever produced. Only time will tell, but he may well be right. Named after his great grandfather Meshach, it picked up the trophy for best medium-bodied dry red at the 2007 Sydney International Wine Competition. Big, bold and beautiful; it shows intense, rich black berry, plum and spices on the nose that flow onto the palate, integrated vanillan oak characters and silky tannins. 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For a winemaker to claim they have just released their best wine ever is a bit like a crusader finally discovering the Holy Grail. But after 18 vintages Grant Burge believes his 2002 Meshach is hard to beat. "That vintage was about as good as it gets in the Barossa,' Grant said. 'I just don’t think you could top 2002 with its good winter rains, gentle Indian summer and long slow ripening period. Our 87 year old Filsell vineyard loves a season like that. There is plenty of sub soil moisture, no disease and the vine canopy remains intact well into autumn, enabling the fruit to reach Baume slowly and evenly. Weather patterns like this create beautifully structured wines, with ripe, rich concentrated fruit overlaying balanced tannin and acid levels. We haven’t seen anything like that since 1992 and 1998, and with the threat of climate change and warmer, drier summers, we may never see it again."  Grant Burge
"The fruit for this wine is handpicked from the Filsell Vineyard, where the vines here are almost 100 years old, and small portions of fruit are also selected from even older premium vines in the Barossa. The age of these vines means Meshach is made from fruit with tremendous power and intensity, especially when allowed to ripen to the desired Baumé of 14°. The 2002 growing season provided near perfect conditions for fruit with excellent concentrated flavour and character, and is considered one of the decade's greatest vintages.
After crushing, the juice was fermented down to a Baumé of approximately 1°, then pressed before being transferred to barrel, American (83%) and French (17%) oak hogsheads, to complete primary and secondary fermentation. After the wine was racked and the barrels cleaned, the wine was returned to the same oak for 20 months maturation. The wine was then bottled and aged for another two and a half years before release.

Ruby red in colour fading to a pale ruby rim, 2002 Meshach Shiraz is refined and elegant, displaying complex spicy aromas with, concentrated blackberry, plum, mocha and a subtle earthy straw character. The enticing palate rewards with layers of flavour; fine spice and pepper, balanced with dark berries, plums and complex oak and mocha flavours, tight, fine tannins leading to a soft back palate, and a very long finish. This stunning wine is Barossa Shiraz at its best, concentrated, big and bold, and will cellar for 20 years or more. It should be kept for special occasions and served with rich beef dishes."
