The Rossco's Shiraz is the flagship wine, sourced from very old, dry-grown vines and named after a loyal grower, Ross Kalleske. It is matured for a year in one and two-year-old American barriques. Inky black, this is a huge, powerful wine with masses of blackberry fruit and spice. In the heroic mould, archetypal Barossa shiraz from old vines.
"A little-known winery which deserves a far wider audience, for Stephen Hoff is apt to produce some startlingly good wines. Deeply saturated colour; concentrated but supple dark fruits with touches of dark chocolate and licorice; ripe tannins. Drink Now-2017."  James Halliday - 95 points
