Magpie Estate, founded in 1993, is a joint venture between winemaker Rolf Binder (Veritas Wines) and English wine merchant Noel Young. This old vine shiraz, from the great 2002 vintage in Barossa Valley, is generous, rich and ripe, and beautifully structured - finishing long and spicy. Delightful now but can only get better with a few years in the cellar.

"In 1993 I was approached by Noel Young, an English wine merchant, who is a great fan of Rhone wines to make the 'great' Rhone style from the Barossa. Noel also wanted to be part of the blending process and also asked for much more new oak than I use. So he comes out once or twice a year to put his finger in the pie, so to speak. Last year Noel was voted 'Wine Merchant of the Year' by the industry as selected in 'Wine' the U.K. consumer magazine. Anyway, Noel wanted an Australian image on the label and selected the magpie. Thus was born Magpie Estate. This wine is different to Veritas wines as none of the fruit comes from our vineyards. Let me explain. Whether they be old school friends or growers from my dad's days or more recent friends the network of those who can supply the crème of the crop steadily grows. I get a tonne here and a tonne there. Magpie then is a blend of old vine shiraz from many sources although the 2002 is heavily based on fruit from the Greenock area. From a great vintage and will cellar well."  Rolf Binder
